· One of our largest areas of programming is presentations and panel discussions by well-known physicists, biologists and chemists.  These scientists discuss their experiments, as well as their views of scientific discoveries that will be made in the near and distant future.

· At the convention we run events for children with the assistance of museums, including the Long Island Science museum.  These educational, hands-on presentations assist in teaching young children an appreciation for science.

· Additionally, at the convention there are numerous other workshops including, a Cel-Painting workshop, costume making workshops and rocketry demonstrations.
